weekend beforehand. Furthermore, please ensure that your y
child arrives at school on time, each day. &

In Maths, we will be completing the final units of the Year 6 curriculum and
then we will be revisiting previous learning to revise, consolidate and become
more confident with all areas of Maths. In English, we will be continuing to
develop our independent writing, when writing narratives and across a range of
non-fiction writing. In addition to this, we will continue to develop our SPaG
(spelling, punctuation and grammar) knowledge. We will also have weekly Science
and Computing lessons. In Science, we will continue learning about living things
and their habitats; then, we will learn about evolution and inheritance. In
Computing we will be learning about spreadsheets in Excel and getting to grips
with using formulas.

The days that pupils will need PE kit will continue to be Monday, Wednesday,
Thursday and Friday.

On Wednesday and Thursday, PE kit should be brought to school in a PE
bag and normal school uniform should be worn to school. A
complete change of PE kit should be brought to school
including a change of top, a change of shorts/jogging
bottoms and a change of footwear.
