Mathematics

Geography


Comparing Britain and Italy; Using maps; Locational knowledge; Human and physical geography: features can be interconnected by function, type and transport links. Describe a range of human features and their location and explain how they are interconnected. Land uses include agricultural, recreational, housing and industry. Water systems are used for transport, industry, leisure and power. Explain ways that settlements, land use or water systems are used in the UK and other parts of the world.








Art and Design


Romans: Drawing; Sculpture; Mosaics and Jewellery


Fruits and Vegetables: Materials, techniques and visual elements, such as line, tone, shape, pattern, colour and form, can be combined to create a range of effects. Develop techniques through experimentation to create different types of art. Artists use sketching to develop an idea over time. Create a series of sketches over time to develop ideas on a theme or mastery of a technique. Constructive feedback highlights strengths and weaknesses and provides information and instructions aimed at improving one or two aspects of the artwork, which will improve the overall piece. Give constructive feedback to others about ways to improve a piece of artwork. Techniques used to create a 3-D form from clay include coiling, pinching, slab construction and sculpting. Carving, slip and scoring can be used to attach extra pieces of clay. Mark making can be used to add detail to 3-D forms. Use clay to create a detailed or experimental 3-D form. Warm colours include orange, yellow and red. They remind the viewer of heat, fire and sunlight. They can make people feel happy and they look like they are in the foreground of a picture. Cool colours include blue, green and magenta. Cool colours remind the viewer of water, ice, snow and the sky. They can make people feel calm or lonely and they recede into the background of a picture. Identify, mix and use warm and cool paint colours to evoke warmth or coolness in a painting. Pen and ink create dark lines that strongly contrast with white paper. Pen and ink techniques include hatching (drawing straight lines in the same direction to fill in an area), cross-hatching (layering lines of hatching in different directions), random lines (drawing lines of a variety of shapes and lengths) and stippling (using small dots). Light tones are created when lines or dots are drawn further apart and dark tones are created when lines or dots are drawn closer together. Use the properties of pen, ink and charcoal to create a range of effects in drawing. Natural patterns from weather, water or animal skins are often used as a subject matter. Represent the detailed patterns found in natural phenomena, such as water, weather or animal skins. Art can display interesting or unusual perspectives and viewpoints. Choose an interesting or unusual perspective or viewpoint for a landscape. Artwork has been used at different times and in different cultures to express ideas about storytelling, religion and intellectual satisfaction. Similarities and differences between artwork can include the subject matter, style and use of colour, texture, line and tone. Compare and contrast artwork from different times and cultures. Historical works of art are significant because they give the viewer clues about the past through the symbolism, colours and materials used. Explain the significance of art, architecture or design from history and create work inspired by it.

Design and Technology


Food: Healthy Cooks: Designing and making healthy meals: Cooking techniques include baking, boiling, frying, grilling and roasting. Identify and use a range of cooking techniques to prepare a simple meal or snack. Healthy snacks include fresh or dried fruit and vegetables, nuts and seeds, rice cakes with low-fat cream cheese, homemade popcorn or chopped vegetables with hummus. A healthy packed lunch might include a brown or wholemeal bread sandwich containing eggs, meat, fish or cheese, a piece of fresh fruit, a low-sugar yoghurt, rice cake or popcorn and a drink, such as water or semi-skimmed milk. Design a healthy snack or packed lunch and explain why it is healthy. Particular areas of the world have conditions suited to growing certain crops, such as coffee in Peru and citrus fruits in California in the United States of America. Identify and name foods that are produced in different places in the UK and beyond.


Romans: Shields and helmets; Roman designs: Annotated sketches and exploded diagrams show specific parts of a design, highlight sections or show functions. They communicate ideas in a visual, detailed way. Use annotated sketches and exploded diagrams to test and communicate their ideas. Evaluation can be done by considering whether the product does what it was designed to do, whether it has an attractive appearance, what changes were made during the making process and why the changes were made. Evaluation also includes suggesting improvements and explaining why they should be made. Identify what has worked well and what aspects of their products could be improved, acting on their own suggestions and those of others when making improvements. A comparison table can be used to compare products by listing specific criteria on which each product can be judged or scored. Create and complete a comparison table to compare two or more products. Significant designers and inventors can shape the world. Explain how and why a significant designer or inventor shaped the world.
